LAST ROUND BEFORE SESSION...State legislators will hold their last round of committee meetings before they head into the 2010 session. Senate committees will be taking up a Public Service Commission reform bill, proposed constitutional amendments on class size and health care, a measure dealing with working waterfront tax breaks, Medicaid reform and a measure to delay a hike in the state's unemployment compensation tax. House committees will tackle oil drilling, a measure beefing up background screening requirements in various areas, inmate medical expenses, and legislation to cap contingency fees for attorneys representing the state, several elections bills and bills to outlaw texting or using a cellphone while driving.
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
